Slow Loris Scavenger Hunt
Overview: Children are split into team of 2-5 and each given the same list of “loris items”. The first team to return with everything on their list wins. 
Bonus: children who are able to describe each “loris item” in terms of the role that it plays in loris ecology wins bonus points or small prizes.

Preparation
1. Cut out (and laminate if desired) enough of each LFP-provided item (see below) so that every group will have one of each.

2. Hide items around the activity area

Activity
1. Split children into groups of 2-5

2. Pass out one “loris list” to each group

3. Give brief description of each item on the list (show examples of LFP-provided items below) and its role in loris ecology

4. Specify time limit and dileanate the boundaries of the scavenger hunt

5. Children are let go and told to go search for the items on their list

6. The first group to return with each item wins (see bonus option above for extra points or prizes)


Loris Items:
Bunga – a juvenile Javan slow loris
Red Flower – A calliandra flower from which lorises will drink the nectar.
Cricket – Insects are a common food item for slow lorises
Star – A representation of the fact that lorises are nocturnal
Civet – Another nocturnal animal that often shares habitat with slow lorises
Owl – Another nocturnal animal that often shares habitat with slow lorises
Loris on tree – This is an image of a slow loris gouging on a tree in order to access the gum inside which is a favoured food item.
