A cruel and destructive trade

All slow loris species are endangered in the
wild due to deforestation and the illegal
wildlife trade.

Lorises are shy, nocturnal primates that roam
large rainforest territories and eat a complex
variety of plants, nectar, fruits and insects. In
the wild they process toxins from their diet
which they secrete from glands and mix with
their saliva to produce a venomous bite. As
a result they are very difficult to care for in
captivity so are fed an unsuitable diet and
have their teeth cut out without anesthesia.
Most don't survive long.
